Es una imagen conmovedora, terrible y de sufrimiento. Pero luego, en el capitulo 2:21, leemos
estas palabras de esperanza: “Tierra, no temas; alégrate y gézate, porque Jehova hara grandes
cosas.” (Joel 2:21).

Hoy en 2024 también podemos desechar el miedo y alegrarnos, porque sabemos que el Sefor
volvera a hacer grandes cosas, mientras vemos que se cumple la profecia y se acerca la
segunda venida de Cristo.

Queda la sensacioén en este nuevo afio, de que Dios no solo hara grandes cosas en el futuro,
sino que esta haciendo cosas maravillosas ahora mismo! Y quiero asegurarles hoy que, bajo su
guia, la iglesia de Dios esta avanzando, y el Sefor continia haciendo grandes cosas
nuevamente.

I see ways we are a “Building” church. We have seen God present in our gatherings during
Sunday School as our teachers diligently prepare for each class. Relationships are formed and
deepened and these classes are much more than times when information and concepts are
learned. Discussions, prayer, and sharing the “things” of life happen together. Children’s
quizzing has also been a formative opportunity for our kids to grow in the knowledge of the
Word of God, while also having fun together learning and competing.

“Reach” others with the transforming and hope filled message of the Gospel. Planning and
carrying out events like “Hallelujah Night” or a Vacation Bible School, or a “Back To School



Bash Pool Party”, will have an intentional agenda of “Reaching” others with urgency and a deep
desire to see people encounter Jesus to be changed by the transforming and hope filled message
of the Gospel.

Each of the elements of our mission statement feeds into the other and develops a cycle that
continues to move us forward in accomplishing the great commission found in Matthew 28:19:
“Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of
